Lammas, (aka Lughnassa, August Eve, 

Feast of Bread, Harvest Home, or 

Dozynki) occurs on July 31 through 

August 1st. It is marks the middle of 

Summer and the beginning of the 

harvest. It is the first of three harvest 

festivals and is usually associated with 

ripening grain.  

 

Lammas heralds the coming of Autumn. 

The Goddess manifests as Demeter, 

Ceres, Corn Mother, and other 

agricultural Goddesses. The God manifests as Lugh, John Barleycorn, and vegetation 

Gods. Colors are Golden Yellow, Orange, Green, and Light Brown. It is a festival of 

plenty and prosperity. 

 

The first day of August, on which was traditionally observed the Feast of First Fruits, a 

harvest festival. One of the Scottish quarter days.  

 

In Neopaganism, Lammas is one of the eight solar holidays or Sabbats. It is usually 

celebrated on the first day of August.  

 

The name is Anglo-Saxon, from hlaf-mas, "festival of loaves". It celebrates the sacrifice 

of the corn god and the gift of bread. It is termed the first harvest, the second and 

third being Mabon and Samhain.  

 

Lammas is also called Lughnasadh (pronounced Loo'na'sa, also spelt "Lunasa" and 

"Lughnassareferes") refers to the god Lugh. Lughnasadh is also the term for Autumn 
and is modern Gaelic for the month of August.  

Lugh is a the Celtic deity who presides over the arts and sciences. According to Celtic 

legend, Lugh declared that a commemorative feast be held each year at the beginning 

of the harvest season to honor his foster mother, Tailtiu (the royal Lady of the Fir 

Bolg). After the defeat of her people by the Tuatha De Dannan, she was obliged by 

them to clear a vast forest for the purpose of planting grain. She died of exhaustion in 

the attempt.  

 

The legend states that she was buried beneath a great mound named for her, at the 

spot where the first feast of Lughnasadh was held in Ireland, the hill of Tailte. At this 

gathering were held games and contests of skill as well as a great feast made up of the 

first fruits of the summer harvest. 

 

Traditions surrounding the feast at Tailte began to solidify into events and ceremonial 

activities designed to celebrate not only Tailtiu and the bounty of the harvest that her 
original sacrifice.  

 Traditional Foods: Apples, Grains, Breads and Berries.  

 Herbs and Flowers: All Grains, Grapes, Heather, Blackberries, Sloe, Crab 



Apples, Pears.  

 Incense: Aloes, Rose, Sandalwood.  
 Sacred Gemstone: Carnelian.  

Special Activities  

 

As summer goes by, many Pagans celebrate this time to consider its warmth and 

bounty in a celebrated feast shared with family or friends. It's a hot, lazy, luscious time 

of the year.  

 

Bees buzz in the heat of the day, the air is warm and still. The force of the sun is 

strong, even though its power over the earth slowly diminishes day by day. In the 

cooler nighttime, frogs, cicadas and crickets keep us company 

 

Save and plant the seeds from the fruits consumed during the feast or ritual. If they 

sprout, think of these plants as Love and a symbol of your connection with the Lord 

and Lady. Walk through the fields and orchards or spend time along springs, creeks, 

rivers, ponds and lakes reflecting on the bounty and love of the Lord and Lady. 

 

There are also recipes for this feast: Colcannon, Boxty, Blueberry jam, Lammas Curds 

(Crowdie), The Lammas Bannock, and Cawl Cynhaeaf. 

 

Lammastide was also the traditional time of year for craft festivals. The medieval guilds 

would create elaborate displays of their wares, decorating their shops and themselves 

in bright colors and ribbons, marching in parades, and performing strange, ceremonial 

plays and dances for the entranced onlookers. The atmosphere must have been quite 

similar to our modern-day Renaissance Festivals.  

 

A ceremonial highlight of such festivals was the 'Catherine Wheel'. A large wagon wheel 

was taken to the top of a hill, covered with tar, set aflame, and then ceremoniously 

rolled down the hill. Some mythologists see in this ritual the remnants of a Pagan rite 

symbolizing the end of Summer, the flaming wheel representing the Sun God in his 

decline.  

 

Simple ways to celebrate Lammas 

 Have a magical picnic and break bread with friends.  

 Do a meditation in which you visualize yourself completing a project you have 

already begun.  

 Make a corn dolly charm out of the first grain you harvest or acquire.  

 Bake a sacred loaf bread and give a portion of it to Mother Earth with a prayer 

of appreciation.  

 Make prayers for a good harvest season.  

 Do prosperity magic.  

 Harvest herbs in a sacred way for use in charms and rituals.  

 Kindle a Lammas fire with sacred wood and dried herbs.  

 If you live in or near a farming region, attend a public harvest festival, such as a 

corn or apple festival.  

Lammas Customs and Lore  

 



The mental/emotional indications of the changing seasons are more obvious now than 

the physical ones. The air is filled with anticipation of the coming fall, of the 

approaching return to school and of the cooler weather to come. It is also a time of 

sadness, as the knowledge sets in that the good times of Summer will soon be over. 

There can be a rush to have fun before it comes to an end.  

 

The Lammas festival was adopted by the Christian Church in 1843, and today, in 

England, people decorate churches with sheaves and corn dollies, celebrating the old 

Pagan holiday, as they sing "Bringing in the Sheaves" and make offerings of corn to the 

Church.  

 

In some areas, Lammas was a time of sacrifice. Sacrifices at Lammas were made to 

thank the Deities for the First Fruits and to guarantee an abundant Harvest. The victim 

was often the king, who was God Incarnate to his people. Sometimes a substitute king, 

a fool or "scapegoat", was sacrificed in the king's stead.  

 

The last recorded sacrifice of a king of England may have occurred at Lammas, in the 

year 1100. King William II (Rufus the Red, or William Rufus) rejected the relatively new 

Christian beliefs, and openly declared himself Pagan. His death in a "hunting accident" 

on August 2, 1100 c.e., is believed by many historians to have been a case of the 

traditional sacrifice being disguised for the sake of the Christian priests. 

 

Until recent years, in Scotland, the first cut of the Harvest was made on Lammas Day, 

and was a ritual in itself. The entire family must dress in their finest clothing and go 

into the fields. The head of the family would lay his bonnet (hat) on the ground and, 

facing the Sun, cut the first handful of corn with a sickle. He would then put the corn 

Sun-wise around his head three times while thanking the God of the Harvest for "corn 

and bread, food and flocks, wool and clothing, health and strength, and peace and 

plenty." This custom was called the "Iolach Buana."  

 

In the British Isles, the custom of giving the First Fruits to the Gods evolved into giving 

them to the landlord. Lammas is now the traditional time for tenant farmers to pay 

their rent. Thus, Lammas is seen as a day of judgment or reckoning. From this practice 

comes the phrase "at latter Lammas", meaning "never", or "not until Judgment Day." 

Lammas Fairs, held annually throughout the British Isles, still exist today. At the Exeter 

Lammas Fair, a large, stuffed glove, decorated with flowers and ribbons, is fasted atop 

a pole and carried about the fairgrounds. It is then placed on the roof of the Guild Hall 

to signify the opening of the fair. A gift of money for gloves (to servants) was also 

traditional at Lammastide. One source tells us the glove represents a unit of measure, 

indicating a fair rate of exchange. Another compares it to the Egyptian "open hand," 

representing friendship and fortune.  

 

An old custom that can be re-created today is the construction of the Kern-baby or 

corn maiden at Lammas. This figure, originally made from the first sheaf, would be 

saved until spring, then ploughed into the field to prepare for planting. (The Maiden 

thus returns to the field at Spring.) Most of us, today, have no first sheaf nor shall we 

prepare a field at Spring, but as a means of adding continuity to our festivals, the 

maiden can be made from the husks of corn served at the Lammas Feast, then saved 

for use as a brideo'g at Candlemas.  

Games of athletic prowess are played in honor of Lugh. The games are said to be 

funeral games for Lugh and, in some traditions, his foster mother, who is honored at 

this festival because she died while preparing the fields for planting.  



 

Many grains, seeds, herbs and fruits can be harvested and dried at this time for later 

use through the remaining year. Corn is one of the vital crops harvested now, and in 

some areas the sacrifice of the corn king is performed. Death and rebirth are apart of 

the cycle Lugh journeys through in his mating with the Goddess, during the waning 

year. The Goddess oversees the festival in her Triple guise as Macha. She presides in 

her warrior aspect, the crow who sits on the battlefields awaiting the dead. She is the 

Crone, Maiden and Mother, Anu, Banba, and Macha, who conveys the dead into the 

realm of the deceased. Macha is forced, while heavy with child, to race against the King 

of Ulster's horses. She wins the race and gives birth to twins, and cursed the men of 

Ulster with the pain of labor when they most need their strength. She becomes the 

Queen of Ulster through battle for seven years. Her fortress in Ulster is known as the 

Emain Macha and its otherworldly form known as Emania, the moon Goddess' realm of 

death.  

 

Lughnasadh is a time of bounty, celebration, and hopes for an abundant harvest 

season. We celebrate the bounty of our own life's harvest, the work we have done in 

and within our own lives as well as in our community. We understand and acknowledge 

the need for successes in both the physical and spiritual realms. For without success 

and a fruitful harvest we will not have the staples we need to continue our work on all 

levels. Our religion is one of service, not sacrifice. For there is no service in sacrifice, 

and no sacrifice in service. We need to fill our own cups and when our cups runneth 

over, we can't help but splash those around us with the life giving waters.  

 

For are members of the Universe and children of the Mother and should expect to 

share in the benevolence of Her Love. For ours is the Mother, who nurtures and Loves 

Her children, sharing her bounty.  

 

Prosperity is not amassing and hoarding a great profusion of assets. Prosperity is 

having more than what is essential and never having less than we desire. We 

understand the abundance and magnanimity of the Universe and celebrate, recognize, 
and honor this.  

 

    

Isis - Goddess Of The Throne 
 

(The Egyptian words Ast or Aset, mean 'Throne or Seat'. Isis is an 

onomatopoeic Asiatic word, Ish-ish, meaning 'she who weeps'.)  

 

Invocation Of Isis 

 

I, Isis, am all that hath been that is or shall be, 

I, who made light from my feathers, The wind from my wings, 

No mortal man ever hath me unveiled! - Until now. 

Isis, was for almost 3,500 years, the principle Goddess of Egypt. She 

was the wife and sister of Osiris and the mother of Horus, and the 

personification of the faithful wife and devoted mother. Isis is the 

Mistress Of The Words of Power and the Goddess Of Nature. She is 

the embodiment of nature and magick. The lap of the Goddess Isis 

was regarded as the royal throne, while her breast poured forth the 

nectar that conferred the divine right to rule.  



 

Isis, is often depicted crowned with a throne or later with a disc and two horns. The 

Sycamore tree was sacred to Isis, and she is associated with the planet Venus, Copper 
and the colors emerald and turquoise.

The Story of Isis.  

 

The Sun god Ra ordered Shu (Air) to separate Nut (Sky) from her brother/lover Geb 

(Earth), he also declared that Nut should never have children in any month of the year. 

Thoth , the god of wisdom, won from the moon, in a game of draughts, one seventy- 

second part of its light. It was during these days that belonged to no month, that she 

bore Osiris, Horus the Elder, Set Isis and Nephthys. Osiris and Isis fell in love, and 

mated while still in Nut's womb becoming man and wife. Her sister Nephthys married 

Set.  

 

Together with Osiris, they ruled Egypt and taught the people all the basic skills of 

civilization. Set, however, was envious of his brother, and conspired to kill Osiris by 

nailing his body in a coffin and throwing it into the Nile. Isis traced the coffin to Byblos 

in Phoenicia, where the currents had carried it. However, a tamarisk tree had grown 

around it, and King Malacander had built the trunk into his palace. Isis disguised 

herself as the nurse to the king's son and later his queen. Isis revealed herself to 

Malacander, who granted her a ship to take the coffin back to Egypt.  

 

On her journey back to Egypt, she hid in the Nile Delta marshes near Buto, to conceal 

herself and the body of the dead Osiris, with whom she had become magically 

impregnated. Set, however, discovered the body and tore it asunder casting the 

fourteen pieces throughout the kingdom. Isis, undertook a journey to recover the 

disembodied parts of her husband/lover. At each place, as she found one of the parts, 

she performed a burial ritual and set up a stela marking its place, hoping to deceive 

Set into thinking that all the parts were buried in separate places.  

 

In time, Isis recovered all the missing parts, except the phallus of Osiris, which Set had 

thrown into the Nile and had been eaten by a crab. Isis was able to fashion a new one, 

and magically restored Osiris's body by anointing it with precious oils. She was thus to 

become the inventor of embalming. Osiris, now fully immortal, became the King of 

Amenti, the realm of the dead, while Isis in due course gave birth to Horus the 

Younger.  

Isis and the Seven Scorpions  

 



The god Djehuty or Thoth to the Greeks realized that Aset (Isis) was in great danger 

from Set. Set was her brother, but also the brother of Wesir (Osiris), to whom Aset had 

been wife. Set had murdered his brother, to take the throne, and now sought for 

Wesir's son, Heru (Horus), whom Aset yet carried in her womb. Djehuty rescued Aset 

and advised her to go into hiding until her son grew of age. Aset set out for the Delta 

intending to hide herself in the papyrus thickets and marshes. Accompanying her were 

seven scorpions, the leader of which was called Tefen.  

 

During their journey Aset and the scorpions came to the town of Per-sui and asked for 

refuge of the house of a wealthy lady named Usert. But Usert slammed the door in 

Aset's face, so the scorpions gave Tefen all their venom and he crept under the door 

and bit her son.  

 

Meanwhile a poor little fisher girl offered shelter to Aset.  

 

Tefen's venom caused Usert's son extreme agony and Usert ran into the town calling 

for help but was ignored. Aset felt sorry for the innocent child and decided to cure him, 

calling Usert to bring the child to her so she could magically expel the poison. Aset put 

her hand on the child and recited, "O poison of Tefen, come forth and drip onto the 

ground. May the child live and the poison die."  

 

Usert was stricken with remorse and sought to make amends by filling the poor little 

fisher girls hut with possessions from her own home.  

 

Aset continued on her journey and came to Khemmis in the Delta, where she gave 

birth to Heru, Heru Avenger of his father. She tied her girdle around the baby for 

protection.  

 

There was no one to feed Aset in Khemmis, so eventually she was forced to leave Heru 

alone and search for food, disguised as a beggar. She wandered all day with no luck, 

and returned to find Heru lying still on the ground. The marsh dwellers came running 

but could offer no help, Aset feared this might be an attack by Set. Then a great-

learned lady came and said Atum had decreed Set should not enter Khemmis and 

perhaps a scorpion or snake had bitten Heru. Aset smelled Heru's breath and detected 

the poison of a scorpion. But this time Aset was unable to expel the poison of the 

scorpion and her cries brought Nebt-Het and Serqet to her side. They combined their 

voices and reached Ra in his Barque of Millions of Years, causing the boat to stand still 

so that darkness descended upon the earth.  

 

Djehuty alighted from the bark and recited the healing spell of Heru.  

 

"Come back, Oh Poison. You are exorcised by the spell of Ra himself the Barque of the 

Sun God will stand still until Heru recovers - to his mother's delight. Fall onto the earth, 

Oh poison darkness will cover everything wells will be dry, crops will wither until Heru 

recovers - to his mother's delight."  

 

To the delight of Aset, the spell of Djehuty cured the son of Aset, Heru - Avenger of his 
Father and Ra and his Barque of Millions of Years was allowed to continue its journey.  

 

 



 

    

Sacred Stone - Apophyllite 
 

THE PHYSICAL 

CHARACTERISTICS: 

 

Color is clear, white, green, yellow, 

pink, violet or rarely brown.  

 

Luster is vitreous to pearly on 

cleavage surfaces.  

 

Transparency: Crystals are 

transparent to translucent.  

 

Crystal System is tetragonal; 4/m 

2/m 2/m; natroapophyllite is 

orthorhombic, 2/m 2/m 2/m. Crystal 

Habits include four sided prisms (with 

a square cross-section) truncated with either a steep four-sided pyramid or a pinacoid 

termination or both. If the pyramids are missing, the crystals can look cubic. Rarely are 

the prisms missing, but if they are, crystals could appear octahedral because of the 

four- sided pyramids. The faces of the pyramids do not lineup with the prism faces but 

with their edges, therefore the pyramid faces have four edges and appear diamond 

shaped instead of triangular like the pyramid faces of quartz. Rare tabular 

hydroxyapophyllite crystals are also known. Cleavage is perfect in one direction 

(basal). Fracture is uneven.  

 

Hardness is 4.5 - 5.  

 

Specific Gravity is approximately 2.3 - 2.4 (lighter than most translucent minerals).  

 

Streak is white.  

 

Other Characteristics: Prism faces are striated lengthwise, some specimens are 

fluorescent and crystals will flake when heated.  

 

Associated Minerals are prehinite, quartz, heulandite, stilbite, natrolite, analcime, 

datolite, babingtonite, cavansite, calcite, idocrase, wollastonite, kinoite, gyrolite, 

zeolites.  

 

Notable Occurrences are extensive and include the Deccan Traps (ancient basalt flows) 

in India especially around Poona, also found in Christmas Mine, Arizona; Fairfax, 

Virginia; Upper Peninsula, Michigan; Oregon; Pennsylvania; Paterson, New Jersey and 

North Carolina, USA; Rio Grande do Sul, Brazil; Isle of Skye, Scotland; Collinward, 

Northern Ireland; Mexico; Nova Scotia and Canada; Iceland; Kongsberg, Norway; Harz 

Mountains, Germany and Sampo Mine, Takahashi, Okayama, Honshu, Japan. Best Field 

Indicators are crystal habit, striations, associations, environment of formation, 

cleavage and luster on cleavage surfaces.  

 

Apophylite, whose name generally means "to leaf apart" in Greek, was given its name 

because crystals tend to peel or flake apart when they are heated due to the loss of 



water molecules. It has beauty, pastel colors, a bright sheen, interesting well formed 

habits, and unusual associations with other exotic minerals and recently large amounts 

of quality specimens have become available at amazingly low prices from just a decade 

ago. Apophyllite is not officially a mineral. Apophyllite is a general term for three 

official minerals that are similar in their chemistry and physical properties.  

 

Apophyllite Metaphysical 

 

Stimulates the third-eye, but primarily acts on the crown chakra facilitating "tuning in" 

in accordance with ones consciousness and intention.  

 

It can help one recognize the truth in all situations, encouraging accurate analysis, 

most profitably used in self-analysis where it encourages truthfulness in examining 

deficiencies. The natural pyramids formed by this mineral are energizing and 

preserving.

It's an 

energy stimulator that helps us see the truth and then act on it. Folklore claims it 

relieves tired eyes when placed on the eyelids. When placed on the third eye chakra, it 

enhances clairvoyance and mystical vision. Apophyllite is associated with the Crown 

Chakra.
